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ABOUT THIS SUMMARY

Dear Scotland’s Future is SYP’s manifesto 2026-2031. It has been developed by young
people, for young people and sets out the agenda for the changes they want to see over
the next five years. Based on a consultation with nearly 5,000 young people across
Scotland, this summary highlights the responses from young people in Central Scotland.

DEMOGRAPHICS

This summary is based on 173 responses, the majority of which were from group
responses. Therefore, it is not possible to include an accurate gender or age breakdown.

¢ 106 respondents were from group sessions held in North Lanarkshire via sessions in
secondary school classes.

¢ Most respondents were from North Lanarkshire.

¢ Most individual respondents were aged between 14-17.

¢ Most individual respondents identified as female.

* NHS protected from privatisation - 94% agree
