The Scottish Youth Parliament Elections are facilitated by youth workers in each of Scotland’s Local Authorities and several National Voluntary Organisations. I am the Election Coordinator for <LA / NVO NAME> and will be the main point of contact <YP NAMES> during the SYP Election process.  

The Scottish Youth Parliament (SYP) is the democratically elected voice of Scotland’s young people. Every two years, around 160 members of the Scottish Youth Parliament - MSYPs - aged 14 to 25 are elected to represent young people in every part of Scotland and to campaign for positive change. The next SYP Elections will take place in November 2026. As the Election Coordinator for <LA / NVO NAME>, I will:

· Keep in touch with young people in <LA / NVO NAME> through the election process. 
· Help young people to take part in local and national events and training, and to reflect on their experiences through the process. 
· Support young people to prepare their candidate profiles and promote their candidacy to young people in their constituency. 
· Share local and national opportunities for candidates to get involved in. 
· Coordinate the voting process and results announcements within <LA / NVO NAME>. 
· Support successfully elected MSYPs in their roles after the election and help unsuccessful candidates to explore other opportunities to participate in <LA / NVO NAME>.

In <LA / NVO NAME>, the SYP Election process will include:
