The Scottish Youth Parliament Elections are facilitated by youth workers in each of Scotland’s Local Authorities and several National Voluntary Organisations. The Scottish Youth Parliament (SYP) is the democratically elected voice of Scotland’s young people. · Coordinate the voting process and results announcements within <LA / NVO NAME>. 
· Support successfully elected MSYPs in their roles after the election and help unsuccessful candidates to explore other opportunities to participate in <LA / NVO NAME>.
